Red grapefruit is the state fruit of Texas. It was
discovered growing on a pink grapefrult tree in Texas
Rio Grande Valley. It has a tangy, sweet taste and can
be juiced, sliced in half or divided into several sections.
Texas citrus fruits grow Iin places with lots of sunshine
and soft ground. Varieties like Rio Star, Flame and Ruby
Sweet can be found in supermarkets from October

through May.
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
