Transportation - Important Reminder! 
For Kindergarten bus riders, District policy states that Bus Drivers must see an adult at 
the bus stop to safely receive your child. If a parent or designated caretaker isn’t present 
at the bus stop, kindergarteners will remain on the bus and will be returned to school. 
Parents or emergency contacts will then be notified to pick up.

A typical day as an FES kindergartener involves:

● Morning jobs upon arrival
● Morning Meeting/Community Circles
● Literacy (Phonics, Reading and Writing)
● Math and Science
● Two recesses per day
● Snack in the classroom
● Lunch in the cafeteria
● Unified Arts (Spanish, P.E., Library, Music and Art)
● Garden and Guidance every other week
● Explore and Play

Kindergarten Screening and Communication Timeline
Screening appointments are opportunities to get baseline academic information on 
incoming students.  

Your child will participate in a variety of games and activities, including letters, 
sounds, numbers, motor skills, and more. 

While your child is being screened parents/guardians will meet with our school 
counselors.  This will be a chance for you to share any information that will be 
helpful for us in getting to know your child.  

A few weeks after screening you will receive an email with your child’s results of the 
screening.
