In addition to traditional face-to-face, some courses may be takRen virtually as part of the
instructional day, and some may still be taken virtually outside of the school day with a fee.

D HOW CAN | TAKE A VIRTUAL COURSE?

As a 10th grader, you can select two (2) virtual course offering to be takRen during the instructional
day. One (1) of these courses could be connected to a Late Arrival or Early Release period.

Additionally, you can choose up to two (2) tuition-based virtual courses that are scheduled outside
of the instructional day.

WHEN ARE VIRTUAL COURSES SCHEDULED?

Instructional Day (ID) Virtual Courses are scheduled in 3 ways within the 7 period day:

¢ with a Study Hall *LATE ARRIVAL & EARLY RELEASE ARE FOR 10-12TH GRADE AND REQUIRE
e with a Late Arrival* OWN TRANSPORTATION
« with an Early Release* AS A T0TH GRADER, ONLY 1 COURSE CAN BE LATE ARRIVAL OR EARLY RELEASE

Tuition-Based Virtual Courses (formerly IKVS) are scheduled outside of the Instructional Day.

Courses available to 10th graders for Instructional Day (ID) are:
e Health (one semester) e Art Appreciation

o Professional Communications (one semester) * Select Computer Science Courses
o Lifetime Fitness & Wellness Pursuits - PE  Sociology & Psychology
e World History, including IKAP & AP World History

OTHER 10TH GRADE NOTES
In 11th grade: You can select up to two (2) virtual courses during the day & both may include late arrival

or early release.
