Foot Wear

Is required; must be safe an
appropriate forboth indoor and
outdoor physical activity.

Prohibited Items

Any clothing article that is low-cut

tight, or see-through (regardless of
opaque undergarment); tube
tops/tube-topped dresses; large,
long, or heavy chains; studded or
chained accessories; non-medical
sunglasses; sleepwear/pajamas;
blankets; house slippers/shoes;
extremely high or stiletto-heeled
shoes; flip-flops, slide-on shoes, or
sandals without a heel strap.

Restricted Images

Clothing articles may not display
any image (including logos,
designs, or words) making racial,
ethnic, gender, or sexual slurs or
promoting gang affiliation and/or
illegal/inappropriate products such
as alcohol, tobacco, weapons, or
illegal substances.
