In this unit, students will explore themes of LGBT
representation through the medium of comic book illustration.
They will apply relevant criteria from traditional and
contemporary cultural contexts to examine and reflect on their
artwork, analyze the impact of exhibitions on personal
awareness of social, cultural, or political beliefs, and document
their creative process from initial ideas to fully elaborated
concepts. Through hands-on activities, discussions, and creative
projects, students will develop their skills in comic book
illustration while exploring the importance of diversity and
representation in storytelling.

Review, restate and
repeat directions during
any formal or informal
assessments.
