He had 
two sisters; Alicia who was 3 years younger and Ashley 8 years.  He very much enjoyed 
spending time with them. He taught his sisters to play chess, learn Spanish, and to enjoy 
many things in life.  His baby sister was the light of his life. He was also quite the 
prankster, always looking for ways to start a water fight, tease, or just bring a smile to 
someone’s face. 

He was an intelligent, positive, caring young man who would give the world to anyone if 
he could, but most importantly, to those in need.   It is with these thoughts that we will 
choose a candidate each year for a scholarship in his name.
