Ever ELLs 
are students who were once ELLs, but who have since 
demonstrated the NYS designated level of proficiency 
necessary to exit ELL status.  Never ELLs are students 
who have never been identified as ELLs.  A Never ELL’s 
home language may be English or another world 
language.
