April = Child Abuse Prevention Month

In Nebraska over 3,000 children a year suffer from abuse. Unfortunately it is not an uncommon
thing. We know there are multiple different types of abuse and over 40% of those reported
incidents occured in school age children. Also, unfortunately those are reported incidents,
many go undetected. The good news? Those children who are recognized and can get the

professional help they need, tend to be really successful adults. How can we help?

*Educate yourself as a parent in stress management and discipline techniques. Don't ever feel
embarrassed or a failure for asking for help!

*Speak to your child on how to say no, what to do if they ever need help & how to keep an open line of
communication at all times. Remember it is okay to say no, you are the parent not the best friend.
*Get a support network as parents. You need your “village™ to help you in times of need and create a
safety net for each other. Family, friends, healthcare providers and school staff might be a start.
*Report any suspected cases of abuse or neglect immediately. Even if you are not sure, report it and
let the authorities take it from there. You can report anonymously.
