Following Our Adventures to and from Poland

The Polish heritage has a prominent and valuable place koonmunity, which
inspired our desire to strengthen its emphasis withirementary curriculum.
This inclusion will help to reinforce student global awassngy personally
connecting with family traditions and community ancesthe Polish heritage is the second most
prominent ancestry of our rural town and the number onesténycof our county. Our surrounding
community is the first Polish rural settlement in Vissin and the second in the United States, many
of the Polish immigrants originated from the Poznan regidPoland. These demographics, which
were gathered from the area Polish Heritage Awareneasst§gdhelped motivate our rationale for this
fellowship.

During the dates of July f&hrough July 28 we will be traveling to Poland due to our grant
award from Fund for Teachers.

Here are the details of our upcoming trip.
-On the 19thwe'll be arriving in Poland’s capital, Warsaw.

-On the 20thwe will be travelingnear Krakow to tour Auschwitz, a Holocaust concentrationpca
Though the events of the Holocaust do not define the pebpleland, it has played an important role
of who they are.

- On the 21stwe will be discovering and exploring the city through ther¥dw City Tour. This tour
will include places such as: The Old Town, the Royah&abn the Water, and the Houses of
Parliament. Through visiting these sites we will begingdsemble a portfolio of artifacts such as,
candid pictures, architecture, and sights, video joummgifsnative comments, as well our reflections,
brochures, and demonstration videos.

-On the 22ndwe will explore two locations that represent imparespects of Polish history. We will
begin by visiting Treblinka, a Nazi extermination camp, wheeewill develop an understanding of the
somber reality that occurred at this site. We widlrelthe feelings and knowledge we gain with the 5t
grade class, as guest speakers and resources, duringnihem the Holocaust. From there we will
travel to Tykocin, a small town with the shtetl spiritegming a little town with a large Jewish
population), near the Narew River. In contrast to Treblifik&ocin will give us a glimpse of what
peacetime Poland looked like before the Holocaust.

-On the 23rda guide will take us on tour encompassing a mix of experientke Southeast part of
Warsaw.
