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Action 1: Based upon the metrics in this current goal, students are demonstrating growth in English Language Arts. However, approximately 41% of students are not yet meeting standards on the SBAC exam. Students with
disabilities are far below standard in both ELAand Mathematics.

Action 2: Based upon the metrics in this current goal, as a school site mathematics growth is stagnate and distance from standard has notimproved. Students meeting or exceeding standards has declined.

Low reading scores are the result of a combination of factors that impact student engagement, motivation, and skill development. Chronic absenteeism limits exposure to instruction, while students who are present often struggle
to sustain attention, complete assignments, and engage in independent reading. Additionally, an unengaging curriculum, lack of time for teachers to provide timely feedback, and a growing expectation of immediate gratification
contribute to students' reluctance to engage in deep reading and productive struggle. As a result, many students no longer see reading as valuable or enjoyable, leading to an apathetic mindset that further exacerbates low reading
achievement.

Low math growth is driven by a lack of fluency in basic math facts, inconsistent emphasis on fact mastery across grade lewels, and limited understanding or application of the mathematical practices. When students do not develop
automaticity with foundational math facts, they struggle to engage in higher-level problem-solving and reasoning. Additionally, without consistent exposure to and practice with essential mathematical habits—such as making
sense of problems, reasoning abstractly, and constructing viable arguments—students fail to develop deep conceptual understanding. This gap in both foundational skills and strategic thinking leads to decreased confidence,
engagement, and overall math proficiency.

Needs Statement for Enhancing Growth in English Language Arts (ELA)

In order to foster significant growth in English Language Arts (ELA) for our students, it is crucial to implement strategies and resources that will increase student engagement, build a strong reading culture, and offer diverse,
meaningful learing experiences. Teachers have identified several key areas that require attention to ensure all students have the tools and opportunities to succeed in reading and literacy.

1. Engaging and Diverse ELA Resources/Texts: Students need access to more engaging, diverse, and high-quality texts that challenge their comprehension and foster a love for reading. Resources such as common, high-
quality literature are essential to provide varied reading materials that cater to different interests, reading levels, and support both fiction and informational text learning.

2. Building a Community of Readers: There is a need for consistent, school-wide initiatives that help build a community around the joy of reading. Implementing a “Million Word Club” can motivate students to read more and
track their growth, while incorporating resources like Time Magazine for Kids and Scholastic News will expose students to current events and non-fiction texts, making reading more relevant and engaging.

3. Cross Grade-Level Reading Buddies: Adedicated time for cross-grade-level reading buddies will provide students with mentorship opportunities while encouraging collaborative reading experiences. This initiative helps
build stronger community bonds and supports peer learning, with the added benefit of increasing students’ reading motivation.

4. Strategic Instructional Practices: Continued focus on foundational reading skills, through Orton-Gillingham, Heggerty, high frequency words, and fluency development in K-2 will help to transition students to reading to
learn and develop a love of reading. The implementation of strategies such as “Notice and Note” for both fiction and informational texts will allow students to dive deeper into their reading, improving critical thinking and
comprehension. Teachers have expressed interest in increasing arts integration planning and implementation in partnership with FCOE.

5. Increased collaboration: Teachers have expressed the need for opportunities to observe and collaborate with one another to strengthen instructional practices. Allocating half-day subs for teacher observations will provide
valuable insights into different teaching techniques, fostering professional growth and the implementation of best practices across content areas.

6. Improving reading for students with disabilities: Improving fidelity to dedicated planning and collaboration between GE teachers and SPED staff will support students in reaching their reading goals. Professional
development for SPED staff in a variety of reading intervention strategies will help the diverse leamers.

By addressing these identified needs, we can create an enriched, student-centered ELA curriculum that not only increases academic growth but also nurtures a lifelong love for reading and literacy.

Needs Statement for Enhancing Growth in Mathematics Across Grade Levels
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In order to address the lack of growth in mathematics across all grade lewels, itis essential to implement targeted strategies and initiatives that will build mathematical fluency, foster engagement, and deepen students' conceptual
understanding. Teachers have identified several key strategies to strengthen student achievement in math, encourage active participation, and create a positive learning environment.

1. Staff-Wide Focus on Math Practices: Aschool-wide focus on the implementation of Math Practices is essential to provide students with consistent, high-quality instruction across all grade levels. Ensuring that all staff are
aligned in their approach to teaching math and using best practices will help create a cohesive, rigorous math curriculum that supports student growth at everylevel. Implementation of professional learning and strategies
such as "Building Thinking Classrooms in Mathematics" will increase student ownership, engagement, comprehension, and perseverance in mathematics.

2. Math Auency with Fidelity Across Grade Levels: Astructured, consistent approach to developing math fluencyis needed across all grade levels. Ensuring that math fluency practices are implemented with fidelity at every
stage of a student's learning journey will strengthen foundational skills and improve students' ability to tackle more complex mathematical concepts.

3. Math Intervention Course: There is a critical need for a targeted math intervention course that focuses on providing additional support to students struggling with key mathematical concepts. Adedicated course will provide
an opportunity for individualized instruction, reinforcing essential skills and addressing gaps in students' knowledge. Incorporate project-based/arts integrated math intervention.

4. Math Quest Competition: To motivate students and engage them in the excitement of learning math, we recommend launching a Math Quest competition. This initiative will not only encourage friendly competition but also
promote problem-solving, teamwork, and a deeper connection to mathematical concepts in a fun and dynamic way.

5. Positive Rewards (Brag Tags for Math): Recognizing and celebrating student achievements in math through positive rewards such as Brag Tags can foster a sense of accomplishment and pride in students' work. These
rewards help create a culture of excellence, motivating students to continue excelling in math and take pride in their growth.

6. Academic Vocabulary: Akeyfactor in math success is the development of academic vocabulary. Explicitly teaching and reinforcing the specialized language of mathematics across all grade levels will help students better
understand and articulate mathematical concepts, leading to improved comprehension and performance.

7. Productive Struggle: Students should be encouraged to engage in productive struggle as they work through challenging math problems. Emphasizing the value of persistence and problem-solving in the face of difficulty
will help students develop resilience and a deeper understanding of mathematical concepts, rather than simply seeking quick solutions.

By addressing these identified needs, we will create an environment where students can develop a strong foundation in mathematics, build confidence in their abilities, and experience sustained growth in their mathematical
skills.

Needs Statement to Improve Outcomes in Mathematics for Students with Disabilities

While students with disabilities possess a wide range of capabilities and potential, they face unique barriers in achieving proficiency in mathematics. The current instructional strategies and resources are insufficient to fully
support these students, leading to disparities in their academic outcomes. Students with disabilities often encounter challenges in understanding abstract mathematical concepts, retaining information, and applying problem-
solving skills effectively.

There is an urgent need to implement targeted interventions, including differentiated instruction, assistive technologies, and individualized support, that can provide students with disabilities the opportunity to engage meaningfully
with the curriculum. Educators must be equipped with specialized training to recognize and address the diverse needs of these students, ensuring that instruction is accessible, engaging, and effective. Moreover, fostering an
inclusive classroom environment that encourages collaboration and peer support will empower students to build confidence and perseverance in their mathematical abilities.

Improving outcomes in mathematics for students with disabilities is crucial not onlyfor their academic success but also for their long-term social and professional development.

We will continue to strengthen our current actions to support our literacy program and provide early interventions, collaboration time with teachers and support staff, as well as use of The Write Tools, FIABs, certificated tutors,
and differentiated instruction.

We will continue to support teachers in mathematics instructional planning and increasing the use of FIABs in mathematics and using PLC time to reflect on students outcomes and determine next steps to increase
mathematics understanding. We will explore additional supports to improve student outcomes in mathematics..

Action 3: increase SEL Supports, increasing productive classroom time Partially Implemented

We have added a Tier |l specialist and a clinical social worker to our staff. \We have added an advisory period in middle school and shifted to School Connect lessons that are being taught with fidelity within the advisory
period.

Action 1: All students will excel in Reading, Writing, & Literacy

Based on the metrics, the overall state assessment goals in ELAwere met; however, the effectiveness of individual actions varied.
Effective Actions:

Regular PLC Meetings: These were consistentlyimplemented and contributed to goal achievement by allowing teachers to analyze student data, align instruction, and share best practices.
iReady Implementation: Regular use of iReady provided targeted skill development, supporting student growth in ELA

Web-Based Materials: These resources reinforced instruction and provided additional practice, leading to improved student performance.

Middle School Notice & Note Strategies: These strategies were used consistently and effectively enhanced students’ ability to analyze texts.

Small Group Support from Certificated Tutors: Targeted small-group instruction provided direct intervention, benefiting struggling students.

Partially Effective Actions:

HAAB Implementation: These assessments were minimally used, limiting theirimpact on tracking student progress and informing instruction.

Writing Sample Calibrations: Limited implementation reduced consistencyin writing instruction and assessment, impacting overall writing proficiency growth.

Collaboration Between GE and SPED Teachers: Minimal collaboration resulted in inconsistent support for students with disabilities, affecting their progress toward meeting ELAgoals.
Arts Integration residencies with teaching artists: Not all grade levels utilized the teaching artist residencies due to the late scheduling

While key actions contributed to meeting the overall goal, areas with minimal implementation limited their full potential in supporting student achievement. Increased focus on these areas could further enhance outcomes.

Action 2: All students will excel in Mathematics

Based on the current goal metrics for mathematics—with growth remaining stagnant and the distance from standard unchanged and the percentage of students meeting or exceeding standards declining—the effectiveness
of specific actions varied considerably:

o HABs:
Ineffective. FIABs were minimallyimplemented, which resulted in a lack of timely, actionable formative assessment data to guide instruction and address student needs.

o Math Lesson Design Instruction:
Ineffective. The minimal implementation of structured math lesson design hindered the development of coherent and effective instructional practices, contributing to stagnant growth.
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o Collaboration Between GE and SPED Teachers:
Ineffective. Limited collaboration between general education and special education staff has reduced the opportunity to integrate differentiated strategies that could support diverse learners and improve overall
outcomes.

e GOMath:
Effective. The consistent use of GOMath across the campus has provided reliable practice opportunities that align with curricular goals, supporting student engagement in math content.

e ST Math and Other Web-Based Platforms:
Effective. Regular use of ST Math and additional online tools for math fluency has effectively reinforced key math skills through interactive, student-friendly platforms.

While the effective use of GOMath, ST Math, and other digital platiorms has provided consistent practice and engagement, the overall stagnant growth or decline in mathematics indicates that the minimal implementation of
FIABs, math lesson design instruction, and GE-SPED collaboration has limited the potential impact of these effective actions.

Action 3: increase SEL Supports, increasing productive classroom time

Based on the current goal metrics, student SEL supports have been effective in maintaining or slightlyincreasing class time due to a reduction in out-of-class suspensions and improved attendance. The effectiveness of
each action is as follows:

o Middle School Advisory Block:
Effective. This dedicated time for SEL support has provided middle school students with consistent opportunities for social-emotional learning, fostering a positive school culture and contributing to improved
attendance and reduced disciplinaryissues.

e Climate & Culture Coach and Regular Team Meetings/Staff Communication:
Effective. The structured approach to monitoring and improving school climate has supported staff in implementing SEL strategies and addressing student concerns, leading to increased class time.

o Discipline Guidelines by Administration:
Effective. Clear and consistent discipline policies have helped reduce out-of-class suspensions, allowing students to remain engaged in learning.

o Hementary SEL Lessons:
Partially Effective. These lessons were not fullyimplemented, limiting their impact on younger students' social-emotional development and overall behavior improvements.

o Clinical Social Worker and Tier Il Specialist:
Partially Effective. The late hire of these two positions limited the implementation of these supports so effectiveness of targeted interventions for students requiring additional SEL assistance is just beginning.

Owerall, the fullyimplemented actions contributed to maintaining or increasing student class time, while the partiallyimplemented supports had a more limited impact. Expanding these interventions could further enhance
student engagement and overall SEL outcomes.

Based on the analysis from Sections Aand B, major changes for next school year will focus on enriching instructional practices, strengthening student support senices, and fostering a positive school climate. The planned
initiatives include:

o Arts Integration:
We will contract with the Fresno County Office of Education Arts Ed. Department to plan and coach arts integration strategies in regular classrooms. This approach will infuse creative and interdisciplinary learning
opportunities into core content areas, aiming to boost engagement and deepen understanding.

e Mathematics Instruction:
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Aschool-wide professional development program will be launched, coupled with collaborative learing sessions focused on effective mathematics teaching practices. This initiative is designed to enhance instructional
quality and address current stagnation in student math growth.

o Student Support Services:
There will be a renewed emphasis on the consistent utilization of targeted support systems including TST, the Clinical School Social Worker, and the Tier Il specialist. Strengthened planning and collaboration among grade
levels and between SPED and GE teachers will ensure that all students receive tailored support and intervention.

e Climate & SEL Support:
To maintain and further improve our positive school climate, the Climate & Culture team will continue to provide support. In addition, SEL lessons will be implemented on a weekly basis to promote social-emotional
learning, which is expected to contribute to improved attendance and reduced disciplinaryissues.

These changes or improvements through fidelity are designed to create a more integrated, supportive, and engaging learmning environment that will help move us closer to achieving our Current Goal.

PLC+ strategies will support teachers in collaborative data analysis and instructional planning based upon student formative assessments and student need. Strategies around differentiated instruction will be developed. Site admin
will be able to be part of PLC work through the shortened school days each week to support with resources and collaboration.

Grades kindergarten through fifth grade will have at least one teaching artist residency through FOCUS5 through Prop 28 allocations. Follow-up planning time with teaching artists and/or FCOE will be provided to sustain the strategies
learned within the residencies.

An academic incentive program will be continued and expanded for all students on an established schedule to recognize student academic growth on iReady and SBAC.

1. Sustaining and Enhancing Real-World Learning Opportunities — \While students report positive experiences, continuous innovation in integrating real-world applications across subjects is necessaryto maintain
engagement and further increase favorable perceptions.

2. Consistency in Implementation Across Grade Levels and Classrooms — The effectiveness of student-centered and real-world experiences may vary by teacher or grade level. Ensuring school-wide alignment and best
practice sharing is critical to reaching the next target.

3. Student Voice and Choice in Learning — \While progress is evident, further efforts may be needed to incorporate student input in lesson design, project-based learning, and choice-driven activities to deepen engagement.

4. Professional Development and Teacher Support — To reach the 85.2% target, ongoing professional development on student-centered teaching strategies, along with collaboration and coaching, will be essential.

Major Causes:

1. Insufficient Explicit Connections in Instruction:
Teachers are not consistently linking classroom content to real-world applications, so students often fail to recognize the relevance of what they are learning.
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2. Limited Career-Related Activities:
There are few structured career exploration or related activities, particularly for elementary students, which reduces early exposure to diverse future opportunities.

3. Lack of Emphasis on Future Connections:

Action 1: Student centered real-world experiences

The partnership with Expanded Learning, the Office of Student Engagement, and CSU Fresno has contributed positively by providing enrichment experiences at most grade levels. This action helped achieve an actual
favorable response rate of 82.1%, which exceeds the previous target of 80%. However, with the new goal set at 85.2%, itis clear that while the action is making a positive impact, it is not yet sufficient to reach the enhanced
target. Opportunities may exist to further refine the experiences, ensure greater consistency across all grade levels, and more deeply integrate real-world applications that resonate with all student groups. This indicates that
while the current action has been beneficial, additional improvements and possibly expanded or more targeted efforts are needed to fully meet the new expectations.

Action 2: Increase college and job readiness skills

e The initiatives to boost college and job readiness skills have been partiallyimplemented and are making strides toward the expected outcomes, but there are still areas for improvement. Specifically:

o Enrichment Experiences & VPAC Courses:
The collaboration with Expanded Learning, the Office of Student Engagement, and CSU Fresno has enabled enrichment experiences at most grade levels, and VPAC courses provide hands-on, real-world

application of the Arts standards. These experiences are valuable in fostering readiness; however, their reach is not yet universal across all grade levels or student groups.

o Family Involvement on CTE and Student Engagement Trips:
Allowing families to chaperone CTE and student engagement trips has increased community involvement and provided real-world context. Yet, the participation level among families is inconsistent, and some

students may still lack exposure to these career-related experiences.

o Full-Time Academic Counseling:
The addition of a full-ime on-campus academic counselor who supports goal-setting, academic advising, and career and college planning is a significant step forward. However, the full impact of this resource

is still emerging, as not all students have consistently accessed these senices or benefited from them equally.

Overall, while each component contributes positively toward increasing college and job readiness skills, the partial implementation and varied levels of engagement indicate that additional efforts are needed to fully meet the
targeted outcomes. Enhancing consistency, expanding access, and ensuring all student groups are reached will be essential steps in moving from partial to full effectiveness.
