Action 1: Professional Learning Communities

PLCs were partially implemented and effective
There were only 17 contracted weekly meetings that teachers had contractual time together.
There were 9 PL/Staff meetings scheduled. However, 2 of the PLs were changed to PLCs to support with PLC work.
PLCs had autonomy of how the time was used
Some PLCs utilized CFAs to guide instruction
PLC work regarding a Homework policy was created and communicated as additional practice for students to master skills taught in class.
Creation of a High Quality Instruction document was created with PLC and ILT feedback and collaboration. Classroom observation data was provided to support PLCs on reflecting on their teaching practice
and determining next steps collaboratively.

There was a lack of time to present additional learning for staff.

Action 2: Comprehensive Reading and Intervention Program (RtI)

RtI was partially implemented and partially effective because we just started it this school year.
We were provided with a full-time Academic Coach and a .5 Tier 2 Intervention Specialist (Tier 2 IS) to make this opportunity available to our students.
Staff and the community communicated with the need for RtI, how it will work, and the expectations, and intended outcomes. The community was informed at the Parent Chat on 10/31.
The foundation and logistics were well received with positive feedback from staff
Increase in students completing iReady district expectations (minutes/lessons passed) grew to 50% in February from less than 30% at the BOY.
Students received additional intervention in both academics and SEL. We supported about 45-50 students for academic intervention in Q2 and Q3. We supported about 32 students for SEL supports focused
on the 5 SEL competencies. In Q3 we also began supporting students who have or have the potential of being chronically absent and/or need 1:1 support
We planned a pull-out model for academic and SEL intervention (with our personnel resources) in addition to additional Tier 1 support provided by the teacher in the classroom during the same 25 minute
blocks of time. Each intervention is for 25 minutes Mondays-Thursdays.
The focus for academic intervention was on reading fluency and foundational skills using OG and Heggerty curriculum.
We continued implementing 4 literature books for each grade level to promote literacy.
We created an iReady incentive plan for growth, meeting typical growth, and for meeting stretch growth on D2 and D3.
Area of Need/Growth

We lacked strengthening our writing process with clear strategies, an intentional plan, and how we were going to progress monitor with pre and posts tests each quarter at each grade level.
We did provide teachers with expectations for writing, however, it was not monitored or followed through with the implementation of the expectations.
We are still finalizing progress monitoring at the Tier 2 level to determine next steps for students that intervention is not working fo

A Targeted Support Team (TST) was created to monitor and analyze student support and progress.
We were provided with a .5 Tier 2 IS to support with the logistical planning and documentation for this team.
This was new learning for the team, and we spent most of the school year figuring out logistics, building our own capacity about the purpose and work of a TST, and how to document our work to make it
effective and intentional for student achievement.

Action 3: Math Intervention

Math intervention was partially implemented and effective
We utilized Next Gen and Reflex/Frax to support with math fluency. Our staff attended a virtual PL to learn about new features in Next Gen to utilize for instruction and student practice.
We made goals for students mastering math fluency standards at each grade level but did not follow through with progress monitoring or analyzing these goals and its effectiveness for student achievement.
We created an iReady incentive plan for growth, meeting typical growth, and for meeting stretch growth on D2 and D3.
We did not create interventions to support with gaps in math development.
It was not clearly observed that teachers had a designated time during their instructional block to strengthen students’ math fluency skills.

On the Climate and Culture Fall survey students overall a 87% favorable rate in student engagement

98% (+3% from Fall 2024) state that they know the school rules and what is expected of me.
A significant decrease (-13%) to 62% state that within the last 30 days, they have been bullied.
81% responded that they feel like they belong at our school (down 7% from Fall 2024)
78% responded that they feel like they have a voice and feel heard at our school (up 6% from Spring 2024)
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94% responded that they have opportunities to be a part of discussions and activities in their classroom (up 1% from Spring 2024)
98% responded that they have opportunities to be a part of extra curricular activities at our school (up 3% from Spring 2024)
92% believe there is an adult on our campus that cares about them
58%% responded that students care about each other at our school (down 15%% from Fall 2024)
78% (-9% from Fall 2024) of students feel as though they have an adult at Malloch they can talk to.

On the Climate and Culture Spring Survey, in 5 of the 7 topics, Malloch was in the 90% range of the Family survey
Our largest gain (up 9%) from Fall Survey to Spring Survey data was in Student Wellness, where families believe that there is an adult on campus that their child(ren) can talk to.
