The average
distance from the standard was -46.8 points, an improvement of 31.8 points from the previous year. English Language Learners (EL) and Students with Disabilities (SWD) are the specific student groups not meeting ELA
standards. 1% of EL students was 5% SWD met ELA standards.

The actions were fully implemented: A Plus math teacher has been added to provide direct intervention to students, targeting Algebra and Geometry students to improve foundational math skills. The targeted Interventions
implemented include weekly tutorials, push-in math support, coordinating math interim assessments, and consistent collaboration with administration and teachers as needed.

The actions were fully implemented: A 9th grade core group has been created consisting of Administrator, teachers, and counselors to develop an academic response to Intervention program as evidenced by on-going
tutorials, learning labs, targeted interventions, classroom supports, and enrichment opportunities for students.  The focus is on decreasing the number of Ds and Fs and increasing the number of students on track for A-G
course completion, thereby increasing the number of college- and career-ready students.

Action 4: EL- Redesignation

The actions were fully implemented: Bilingual Instructional Aides (BIA's) hours increased to support periods 1-6. Implemented teacher professional learning workshops around strategies and supports for teaching English
Learners (EL) with a focus on supporting re-designation for all EL students within five years.

Effective Based on the metrics in this current goals 9.5% of students met/exceeded math this is an increase from previous year. The average distance from standard was 143.8 point, this is an improvement of 128.8 points
from previous year. Mathematical supports for all students aligned to the Common Core State Standards with an emphasis on conceptual mathematics that embed the eight mathematical practices through the lens of focus,
coherence and rigor. Particular attention will be placed on Math Practice 1 (“Make sense of problems and persevere in solving them”). Supports will center on professional learning, with PLCs as the drivers, on MYP/IB unit
planning based on inquiry-based instruction, the use of common formative assessments, performance tasks, and RTI. We expect to see improvement in students that met/exceed standard and a continued improvement in
the average distance from standard.

Action 2: Literacy

Fully Implemented IB Middle Years Programme (MYP) and IB Diploma Programme by developing a guaranteed curriculum, unit planning, professional learning, vertical articulation and alignment of courses. Fresno High will
continue the development of the IB Careers Programme in support of rigorous career-technical education (CTE) coursework. Additionally, Fresno High School will further support its IB programs by providing support for
Internal Assessments, Extended Essays, Theory of Knowledge, and Personal and Professional Skills. Offering all Fresno High School students equitable access to a rigorous curriculum so that all students have the most
significant number of post-secondary options upon graduation. 

For this school year, the continued goal is for all students to engage in one service learning project per semester during the school year, leading toward students earning the State Seal of Civic Engagement. Students are
expected to capture their learning in ManageBac.
