Action 1: TK-6 Comprehensive Reading and Intervention Program

The 2024-25 SPSA actions were fullyimplemented, resulting in a 26.6-point increase in the site’s Distance from Standard based on the 2024 SBAC resullts. To further improve outcomes, there is a need to refine the use of
instructional minutes for both intervention and grade-level content. PLCs will continue implementing a comprehensive reading program with a strong emphasis on early literacy and foundational skills in PK-2 to ensure
all students are reading by 3rd grade. The focus of PLC work will remain on reading strategies and targeted interventions to accelerate literacy growth. Additionally, site SEL supports, will be strengthened to enhance
student well-being and engagement.

Action 2: TK-6 Math Strategies and Interventions

The 2024-2025 SPSA actions were fullyimplemented, leading to a 20.3-point increase in the site's Distance from Standard on the 2024 SBAC Math results. This growth reflects the effectiveness of targeted interventions,
PLC work, and coaching support.

However, refinements are needed in the use of instructional minutes to ensure a balanced approach between intervention time and grade-level content. Strengthening PLC collaboration, instructional coaching, and site
SHL supports will further enhance student learning and overall achievement.
