Graduation Date: June 19, 2025
Ceremony: begins at 1pm; Graduates report to the cafeteria at 12:15pm

Tickets and Cap & Gown Pick-up: June 2 - June 6 in the HS Main Office. Students can stop by as their
schedule permits.    

Tickets: Full-time students will receive 4 entry tickets and Share-time students will receive 2 entry
tickets (tickets not required for graduates). Lost tickets cannot be replaced so please talk to your graduate
about the importance of keeping their tickets in a safe place after they are received. Guests will not
be permitted in the Auditorium or Technology Room without a ticket. 

Additional Tickets: The amount of extra tickets, if any, is determined by RSVP’s therefore all families
must RSVP by May 16th. If we do not receive a response from you by the due date, your tickets will be
forfeited and reassigned to other families as extra tickets available on a first come, first serve basis. A
separate email has been sent requesting your RSVP.

Graduation Caps: Cap decorating is permitted as long as proper discretion is used. Any cap found to
be inappropriate and not in accordance with school regulations will not be permitted for use during
graduation.  

Graduation Practice: Wednesday, June 18th at 8:30am (and 19th if needed at 8:00am). 

Senior Breakfast: Wednesday, June 18th after the graduation practice.

Seniors Leaving Campus Early: Seniors will be allowed to leave campus early on June 19th, ONLY with
parent permission. Click here to give your child permission to leave early. Form must be submitted no
later than June 6th. All requests will be verified by the Main Office. NOTE: As this is a 1/2 day, dismissal
prior to 10:00am will be considered an unexcused absence.

Diplomas and Certificates: Students report to Pupil Services at the conclusion of the graduation
ceremony to pick up their official diplomas and certificates.
