Independent Study students are not meeting or exceeding standards on the ELAand Math SBAC assessments.

o The 23-24 SBAC ELAdata reflects that an average of 71% of 3rd - 11th grade students are not on grade level.
o The 23-24 SBAC Math data reflects that an average of 79% of 3rd - 11th grade students are not on grade level.

Implementation of assessments and assessment data are not being analyzed by PLC's and teachers to drive instructional decisions.

The challenges of bringing three unique programs (Online Elementary, Online Secondary, Independent Study) together requires a comprehensive understanding of how each program supports one another toward common
objectives to increase state assessment data.

11th grade students who take the SBAC are not always taking grade level courses; they are often in courses to recover credits from prior grade lewels.

Action 1: Dual Enroliment - High School

During the 23-24 school year, Independent Study students, including in-person and online students, were able to participate in dual enrollment courses offered through Fresno City College. However, the enroliment was not
as high as we had hoped for due to the limited number of sections offered. In addition, although there was recruitment for the program, many of the students were not fullyinvested in the program, and it was a struggle to get
them to complete their assignments in order to pass the classes.
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Action 2: Job Development Partially Implemented

The number of career related presentations was not fullyimplemented. There was no follow-through with the plan of having a career related presentation every month.

This action was partiallyimplemented. While we some participation at events such as Back to School and Open House, we did not get the number of families participating as we had hoped. We also have very low turnout for
School Site Council and ELAC. We have more participation from the online elementary families than we do for the secondary online and the in-person Independent Study programs.

The current goal for the in-person Independent Study program was to increase from 97.% to 99% favorable in the family engagement domain of the Climate and Culture Survey. However, it dropped 7% down to 90%
favorable with only 39 family responses.

The online Elementary program also showed a 4% decrease from 84% to 80% favorable with only 14 family responses.

The online Secondary program also showed a decrease in favorability from 91% down to 85%
