Defining the Issue with Evidence
Student performance in English Language Arts (ELA) and Mathematics, as measured by the Smarter Balanced Assessment Consortium (SBAC), indicates significant gaps in meeting academic standards. The current data reveals
that students are performing far below proficiency levels, particularly in math, where the average distance from the standard is -279 points. The low percentage of students meeting or exceeding standards suggests the need for
targeted interventions to support academic growth.

Extent of the Problem and Affected Population
The issue primarily affects students in grades assessed by the SBAC, with a direct impact on their academic progression, college readiness, and future career opportunities. Teachers and administrators are also affected, as these
performance gaps reflect broader instructional and resource challenges.

1. Gaps in Foundational Skills
Many students enter tested grades with significant skill gaps in reading, writing, and numeracy. Early literacy and math deficits make it challenging for students to master grade-level content, leading to poor performance on
standardized assessments.
