We will continue to invest in our teaching fellows tutor and reinstate after school tutoring for homework support.  Teachers will need planning time to determine how best to use the tutor in the classroom and to receive professional
development on small group instruction and effective feedback.

Action 1: Listening and Speaking in a PBL environment.

Patiño teachers implement project based learning in all courses.  Our projects are designed using a Design Thinking framework where our 12 entrepreneurial skills and design thinking abilities are integrated.  Projects are
aligned to content standards and are managed by students using scrum.  Teachers grade speaking and listening standards with pitch rubrics and content rubrics that are aligned to the literacy standards.  Our projects allow
students multiple opportunities over time to practice listening and speaking.  For example, at the beginning of a project when students are in the empathy phase of a project they design questions in order to conduct
interviews to understand their stakeholder needs so that they can work to create a solution in the form of a product or service for their particular problem. Each phase of project requires students to work in teams, collaborate,
and pitch their ideas.  Most recently in math, our teachers have been using instructional strategies from Building Thinking Classroom where students work in partners to collaborate on a shared problem.  During this time
students are using academic discourse and are required to share their ideas with their classmates.

Action 2: Writing using entrepreneurial skills as learning tools.

Similarly to Listening and Speaking in a PBL environment, our students are engaged in writing in all of their class projects.  Their writing assignments are aligned to content and literacy standards.  Students are asked to
demonstrate their understanding of content in writing in all of their classes including PE.  For example, in science students are writing Claim, Evidence, and Reasoning (CER) statements and creating presentation slide
decks to demonstrate their understanding.  In all of our Entrepreneurship courses students are creating pitch decks, proposal/applications for pitch competitions, websites for clients in the Fresno area, and prototypes for the
product or service they have created to test.   

Action 3: Reading within a PBL environment.

Similarly to listening, speaking, and writing, reading is a cornerstone of student research and empathy building for projects.  Students are developing their knowledge through reading a variety of texts to learn new content and
to deepen their existing knowledge on a topic.  Students are being taught to read word problems in math to extract relevant information to solve problems.  In science, teachers focus on close reads that include informational
text where students are required to summarize the information through analyzing text and data.  In PE, students are reading articles that are related to health and fitness and collect data to be used for their heath presentation
project.  Similarly our entrepreneurship courses require extensive research into product design and reading to empathize with stakeholders to create prototype for a product or service that meets stakeholder needs.

Projects using the design thinking framework are created and implemented by our math teachers.  Our students are able to demonstrate their understanding of financial algebra concepts such as different kinds of bank
accounts, bank loans, interest on a variety of types of loans, benefits and risks of credit cards, and budgeting.  Our teachers connect these ideas to student businesses and have them optimize profit for a product or service.
Math teachers will continue to administer practice SBAC interims and use the data to inform their instruction. We will continue implementing our learning from district PL (Building Thinking Classrooms in Math) into our
classroom instruction.  Finally, our 11th grade entrepreneurship course teaches the financial model in the incubator course.

We remain focused on creating student centered real-world experiences for students at every grade level. All students are engaged in projects that require them to be involved with the school and community members. Ninth
grade students engage in a community based problem that requires them to identify issues facing Fresno and design solutions. This year's project is focused on designing and creating product-based solutions that
address heat related issues for vulnerable communities in Fresno. Tenth graders intern with local businesses to build websites and develop online marketing campaigns for their client. Eleventh graders create an MVP for
their business idea and work closely with a mentor from the community. Through preparing and participating in the investor showcase and business fair, Seniors learn to network and deepen their understanding of ways to
promote and market their business. In addition to this grade level anchor work, all students are engaged in pitches or presentations that are demonstrations of learning of course content. Throughout these projects students
receive feedback from peers and teachers. Students learn to overcome challenges and overtime learn that failure is an integral part of academic and life success. We believe these grade level experiences keep our students
engaged and on track to graduate and contribute to our 88%favorable rate in the student-centered/real world experiences domain.

We think getting in front of students during Summer Bridge and letting them know about all of the resources available to them would be helpful as an intervention.  For example, we would want to introduce them to our social worker
and share ways they can self refer if they need additional emotional support.  We could introduce them to the academic counselor so they know who to access for academic support.
