Hall, and NFL Legends Rob Davis & Bobby Taylor to kick off Taste of the Draft community  

initiatives to tackle student hunger & encourage a love of sport in schools across Wisconsin  
 

WHAT:​ Hundreds of 4th and 5th graders will assemble with school, community, business, 
entertainment and sports dignitaries including chef Carla Hall and Packers Legend Rob 
Davis in the Valley View Elementary school gym for a rally & ribbon cutting for new, 
state-of-the-art school meal equipment to help End Student Hunger, followed by an NFL 
FLAG-In-School Kit Unboxing and Flag Football Clinic led by NFL Legend Bobby Taylor. 
The dual celebration will highlight the impact of Taste of the Draft, a supper 
club-themed culinary & gridiron extravaganza that is raising funds for school nutrition 
grants and NFL FLAG-In-School kits for 90 schools in Wisconsin in honor of the 90th 
anniversary of the NFL Draft. 

 
WHY:​ With 1 in 6 Wisconsin children living in food insecurity, and 1 in 4 nationwide not getting 

the recommended amount of daily physical activity, students are suffering in a silent 
health crisis. Today’s celebration will inspire students by emphasizing how school meals 
and physical education strengthens bodies, empowers minds, and makes a lasting 
impact on the future of youth. Taste of the Draft Nutrition Grants for equipment 
including grab-and-go school meal carts, insulated milk coolers, and smoothie cart kits 
will increase access to 13 million school meals for 50,000 students.
