New Secondary (Grades 5-12) Dress Code

Tops
* Tops must have sleeves and must fully cover the chest, back,
stomach, and shoulders. Other top styles are prohibited.
* Tops must be long enough to cover the midriff, even when arms
are raised over the student's head.
Bottoms
* Bottoms must reach mid-thigh or longer and must not have holes,
rips, or tears above the knee. Distressed jeans are permitted but
must not show skin, patches, or undergarments. The same
standard applies to slits or slashes in skirts or dresses.
