Review Sheet: Passé Composé vs. Imparfait

+ Passé Composé
Used for:

e Completed actions
Specific time references
e Series of events
Structure:
o Avoir/Etre (present tense) + Past Participle

Regular Verbs:

e ER-~ é (ex: parler - parlé)
e IR~i(ex: finir - fini)
e RE -~ u (ex: vendre - vendu)

Examples:

e Jaiparlé.
e Elle a fini.
e Nous avons vendu.

Etre Verbs (Dr. & Mrs. Vandertramp):
Use étre as auxiliary and must agree in gender/number:

Devenir - devenu

Revenir - revenu

Monter - monté (to climb)
Rentrer - rentré (to return)
Sortir - sorti (to go out)

Venir - venu (to come)

Arriver - arrivé (to arrive)
Naitre - né (to be born)
Descendre -~ descendu (to descend/go down)
Entrer - entré (to enter)
Retourner - retourné (to return)
Tomber - tombé (to fall)

Rester - resté (to stay)

Aller - allé (to go)



Mourir - mort (to die)
Partir - parti (to leave)

(+ passer, when it means “to pass by”)
Agreement example:

e Elle est allée.
e Ils sont partis.

+ Imparfait
Used for:

e Ongoing actions in the past
e Habitual actions
e Descriptions (weather, feelings, time, age)

Formation:

e Use nous form of the present tense, drop -ons, add endings:
e Je: -ais

Tu: -ais

Il/elle/on: -ait

Nous: -ions

Vous: -iez

Ils/elles: -aient

Examples:

e Jeparlais.
Tu finissais.
e Il vendait.
Exception: étre - ét-
e J’étais, tu étais, il était...




Choosing Between the Two

Use passé composé for what happened.

e Use imparfait for what was happening or repeated.
o Ex:

Quand j’étais petit, je jouais dans le jardin tous les jours.
Un jour, j’ai vu un oiseau rare.
