Rita’s Story
Before Ride United, Rita (73 yrs), relied on taking the 
bus or a cab to make it to her doctors’ 
appointments. In addition to this method being 
costly for a senior on a fixed income, she was often 
late to her appointments and without a secure ride 
home.  United Way MV's Ride United service was 
life-changing for Rita, allowing her to travel to and 
from her medical appointments safely.

Daphne’s Story
After a 24-year-old aged out of foster care, she 
found herself with no place to live and no family 
to turn to for support. She was placed into an 
apartment but had nothing to help her get 
started. United Way MV’s Welcome Home Kit gave 
her many of the items she needed for her new 
home, including a bed to sleep on instead of the 
floor.
