
 

To help prevent loss of personal items, please write your 
child’s name on all clothing and school supplies. 

 One book bag, large enough to carry a standard-sized folder and 
classroom projects (please help your child learn to unzip/zip his or her 
backpack independently) 

 One pencil box, no larger than 5 ¼” x 8 ¼” (larger boxes will not fit in the 
students’ tool bins) 

 One pair of headphones for using iPads in school.  We have found that 
ear-bud style headphones can be difficult for young children to use.  (A 
gallon sized zipper bag is a good idea for storage.) 

 One large box of tissues to be shared with the class

children like to have their own to use in class. 

 Crayons (no more than 24 colors) 

 Washable markers (no more than 12 colors) 

 Scissors (children’s safety scissors) 

 Glue sticks 

 Pencil erasers

close it independently
