Course Description:

Students in Investigating a World Language will experience a new language through
conversation, vocabulary and culture and engage in cultural activities that allow
them to expand their global interests. Students will connect topics like food and
family to their own lives, learn basic conversational phrases (including preferences)
and explore the geography and lifestyles of the target language. Students will be
able to have short conversations in the target language to gain confidence in
speaking with others. This course is recommended for students planning to
continue studying a World Language in 8th grade or High School. (The target
language may vary based on teacher certification)

Course Rationale:

Investigating a World Language develops interest in a new language and prepares
students to be successful in mastering a World Language in 8th grade or high school.
The skills attained in the study of a foreign language are essential for greater career
opportunities, the development of empathy and cultural awareness, and personal
growth on the path to global and ethical citizenship.

Course Objectives:

The student will comprehend and present basic information about self, likes and
dislikes, and every day activities using practiced or memorized words and phrases.

The student will request and provide basic information by asking and answering a
few simple questions on very familiar and everyday topics, using a mixture of
practiced or memorized words and phrases.

The student will express and react to basic needs and preferences related to familiar




and everyday activities, using a mixture of practiced or memorized words and
phrases in simple conversation.

The student will research and identify typical products and practices related to
everyday life with respect to their own and other cultures.
