1. Penn State (The Pennsvlvania State University) CyberPatriot Summer Camp

Date: June 9-13

The ATROTC CyberPatnot Summer Camp 1s part of the National Youth Cyber Education
Program, established by the Aur Force Association to inspire K-12 students to explore careers in
cvbersecunty and other critical STEM (Science, Technology, Engineening. and Mathematics)
fields vital to the nation’s fufure. Central to this program is the National Youth Cyber Defense
Competition—the largest cyber defense competition in the country—where high school and
middle school students learn to secure virtual networks. This camp equips cadets with
fundamental cvbersecunity skalls, fostering interest in STEM-related career paths.

» Map EeadingLand Navigation: Teaches cadets to navigate using maps and compasses,
improving spatial awareness and critical thinking.

«  Survival Course: Equips cadets with basic survival techniques, fostering adaptability
and resourcefulness.

+  Sporis & Recreation: Promotes teamwork and sportsmanship through physical activities
and competitions.

» Orienteering: Challenges cadets to navigate through courses using maps and compasses.

+ Drill and Ceremonies: Reinforces discipline and precision through structured military
drills.

» Marksmanship Training: Provides cadets with opportunities to practice air rifle
marksmanship in a confrolled sefting.

» Rope Bridge Construction & Crossing: Enhances teamwork and problem-solving skills
through engineering and navigation exercises.

»  Award & Graduarion Ceremony: Fecognizes cadets' achievements and formally
concludes the camp experience.
