Current juniors (Class of 2026) may be granted the privilege to have a 6-period schedule
vs. a 7-period schedule for senior year.

Here are the guidelines for a reduced schedule request:

« Must have a minimum of 6 classes

« 6 classes cannot include Pass/Fail courses (Work Study, TA, etc.)

- Must choose between open 1st period or open 7th period

« Must be on track for high school graduation

- Must not be on campus during their open period. Students can arrive 5 minutes early
before 2nd period OR leave 5 minutes after 6th period.

- College admissions considerations: Many highly selective colleges recommend
that students take a full schedule to be considered a competitive applicant. It is the
student's responsibility to research and communicate with the college(s) to ensure a
reduced schedule will not impact admission decision(s).

Submitting the form does not
automatically grant you a reduced schedule. You will receive a follow-up email where your
parent/guardian will be REQUIRED to respond in order to acknowledge all of the
guidelines.

To preserve the integrity of the Northshore comprehensive high school diploma, 85% of the required credits for graduation shall be earned through the student’s
comprehensive high school course offerings. No more than 50% of the graduation requirements in any discipline may be obtained from approved accredited
sources outside the Northshore School District. Students who earn more than 15% of the total required credits or more than 50% of the required credits in any
discipline from outside sources, and who complete all district requirements for graduation, shall receive a generic Northshore School District diploma.

Graduation Pathway Descriptions

All high school students must meet English Language Arts (ELA) AND Math standards through a graduation
pathway that aligns with their post-high school plan. There are three graduation pathways: General
Postsecondary Education, Career/Technical Field, and Military Career Interest. This document was
created to educate students and families on the different options to meet ELA and Math standards as it
aligns to the student’s graduation pathway. The information in this document contains the typical ways WHS
students meet the graduation pathways.

General Postsecondary Education Pathway

ACADEMIC ACCELERATION AUTO-ENROLLMENT NOTIFICATION
Dear Northshore Family:

Per RCW 28A.320.195, the Northshore School District has adopted Academic Acceleration Policy 2195. Students
who meet or exceed standard on the English, mathematics or science state assessments or who successfully
complete an advanced course must be automatically enrolled in the next most rigorous course. Specifically:

e Any student who meets or exceeds the state standard on the 8" grade or 10" grade English or math state
assessment must be automatically enrolled in the next most rigorous English or math course offered by
the high school that aligns with the student's high school and beyond plan.

e Any student who meets or exceeds the state standard on the 8" grade or 10" grade English state
assessment are eligible for enrollment in advanced courses in social studies and humanities.

e Any student who meets or exceeds the state standard on the 8" or 11" grade Washington
Comprehensive Assessment of Science are eligible for enrollment in advanced courses in science.

e Students who successfully complete an advanced course in English, math, science or social studies are
then enrolled in the next most rigorous level of advanced course with the objective that students will
eventually be automatically enrolled in courses that offer the opportunity to earn dual credit for high
school and college.

Additionally,
e Asa parent or guardian of a high school student, you may choose to opt your student out of an advanced
or dual credit course and enroll your student in an alternative course or program that aligns with the
student's high school and beyond plan.

e If you have any questions, please contact your student’s school counselor.

Students referenced above are automatically enrolled in the next most rigorous advanced or dual credit course. If
you would like to have your student:

e automatically enrolled in an advanced or dual credit course, you do not need to take any further action.

e opted out of the automatic enrollment, please indicate your preference below by marking the box for
each course you would like to opt out of the automatic enrollment process, and return the form to your
student’s counselor.
