2. This quote is significant to the story because the
author, Steinbeck uses different literary devices to
heighten the effect of the story. “Dabbled” is an
obvious Onomatopoeia, which is figurative
language, to show the character putting his fingers in
the pool. Steinbeck also compares Lennie’s hand to “a
big paw”, giving us the impression that Lennie is a
large animal, perhaps a bear and that is another
excellent use of figurative language and is a
metaphor. The passage also gives the reader a clear
picture of this setting and that is an example of
Imagery.
