A. Saturday School Status Update: Frau Gesine Jakobs gave a report and
expressed Saturday School wish to support Rilke with donations of some
of profits; would like to use Rilke Facebook site to help promote; is
planned to pay rent starting next year as other organizations. APC
discussed that Samstagschule is a partner organization, and in the charter,
so Facebook promotion allowed per policy.
