As we examined calendars from our area, the trend in many local school districts was to have no school on additional holidays that reflect the diversity
of the community such as Diwali (Hinduism), Lunar New Year (Confucianism, Buddhism and Taoism), Eid al-Fitr (Islam), and Eid al-Adha (Islam). Additionally, RTSD has also
observed the following national holidays: the Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving, New Year’s Day, Martin Luther King Jr. Day, Presidents Day, Memorial Day and
Juneteenth. Whenever any of these holidays fall within a typical workweek (Monday through Friday) there will be no school for students. The holidays for the current
school year that fall within the workweek are as follows:
