Designation of Depository

depositories for Rochester City School District funds, other than the school activity 

funds, and to open, maintain, and discontinue accounts in such depositories; and  

 

Whereas, General Municipal Law §10(2) provides that the resolution providing 

designation depositories shall specify the maximum amount which may be kept on 

deposit at any time in each such depository, and further provides that both the 

designations and the amounts may be changed at any time by further resolution; it is 

 

Resolved, that the following institution be and hereby is designated as depository 

of money received by the Rochester City School District for the school activity funds: 

 

JPMorgan Chase Bank Maximum Authorized Balance: $3,000,000 

 

And it is further Resolved, that the Chief Financial Officer of the District or 

his/her designee be and hereby is authorized to execute all documents required by said 

depository to establish, maintain or discontinue accounts, certificates of deposit or other 

financial instruments with said depository, and to facilitate deposits, withdrawals or fund 

transfers appropriate to the conduct of the financial business of the Rochester City School 

District.
