Each award winner and two additional people
will be the guests of the Rochester Police Locust Club.

The Locust Club Scholarship Committee will present the first semester award upon confirmation that the
recipient is enrolled as a full-time student and has commenced attendance. The second semester award will
be presented after proof of successful completion of the first semester with a minimum GPA of 2.5.
