What is CIT Independent Evaluation?  

A voluntary process that allows for a portion of your teacher evaluation to 

be completed by a trained CIT Lead Teacher. 

Why choose Independent Evaluation? 

To receive meaningful, high-quality, specific feedback and instructional 

guidance from a colleague with experience in your field. 

Who can choose Independent Evaluation? 
Any teacher, from Resident to Lead Teacher, in any content area,  

who is subject to APPR evaluation. 

How do you choose Independent Evaluation? 

Click on the “Teacher Evaluation Selection” button at ROConnect  

and select “Independent Evaluation.”
