Summer School Policy 
1.​ With a final average of 52-59, students may participate in summer school to make up for course failure(s).  Final 

averages of 51 or lower are not eligible. 
2.​ A minimum summer school grade of 75 must be attained in order for students to be awarded credit for a summer 

school course(s).  
3.​ A maximum of two core subject courses may be taken during summer school. 
4.​ Summer school is reserved for major core subjects (English, Math, Science, History, and Spanish). Academic 

Support and elective courses (PE, Health, Art, Chorus, etc.) may not be taken for credit through summer school. 
5.​ Courses must be completed by August 14, 2025. 
6.​ In order to receive credit for summer school, official transcripts must be submitted to Shepherd Hill Guidance no 

later than August 21, 2025 as proof of course completion. 
7.​ Students may participate in summer school to enrich their academic background. The grade will be recorded on the 

permanent record. However, credit toward graduation will not be awarded (unless the summer school class is being 
taken for the specific purpose of recovering credit from a course failed during the 2024-2025 school year.)

Students are strongly encouraged to register for summer school if they are eligible, as they can earn credit for a failed 
course(s), avoid having to repeat the course(s) or an equivalent course(s), and not fall behind on credits and graduation.
