
Shepherd Hill Regional High School 
Summer School 2025 

 
Eligibility: Students with a final average of 52-59 in core subjects may attend summer school for 
credit recovery. Eligibility will be indicated on the Term 4 report card under “Comments”. All students 
with a final grade of 59 or below in a core subject course will receive a comment indicating either 52 or 
higher and eligible for summer school, or 51 or below and not eligible for summer school. Students 
with a grade of 51 or below in core classes are not eligible for summer school and must repeat the 
course. 
 

●​ Students may enroll in a maximum of two summer school courses for purposes of credit recovery. 
●​ Students must earn a grade of 75 or higher in summer school courses in order to receive credit. 
●​ Students may only attend summer school for a course failed during the 2024-2025 school year. 

 
Expectations 

●​ Daily attendance and work completion 
●​ Students must complete their own work 
●​ Academic integrity 

 
Summer School Options 

●​ Shepherd Hill will honor summer school classes from surrounding Massachusetts secondary 
schools that offer summer school. Documentation must be provided directly from that school in 
the form of a transcript or official final grade report. 

●​ Online option: Shepherd Hill is offering an online option through Edgenuity. This is a self-paced 
course under the supervision of an Edgenuity teacher. Students work at their own pace. 

○​ Registration: June 16th -June 23rd 
○​ Deadline for completion: Tuesday, August 12th  
○​ Cost: $195 per course payable through UniPay Online Payments

○​ Upon successful completion of an Edgenuity course (earning a grade of 75+), 

payee will receive partial reimbursement ($100 per course) from Shepherd Hill. 
Checks will be mailed at the end of September.
