In these times, more than ever, it is essential that students know safe ways to navigate the school campus and interact 
with others.  Implementation of PBIS at Vista will ensure safety measures for all students outside of the classroom, 
classroom management protocols with each teacher, and reinforce positive good behavior.  We use restorative practices 
for students that need extra support, and systems of rewards to collectively acknowledge students that meet expectations.
