●​ Business and Finance: Academy of Business (certifications in Social Media Marketing 
and Microsoft 365). 

●​ Building and Construction Trades: College-level courses like Introduction to 
Construction Technology. 

●​ Transportation: Hands-on automotive training with certifications in SP2 Automotive 
and OSHA-10. 

●​ Public Services: Leadership development through Cadet Corps programs with 
specialized certifications. 

The collaboration between education and industry continues to strengthen Banning Unified’s 
commitment to preparing students for the workforce, equipping them with both technical 
expertise and career-ready experiences.
