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The majority of the student population (191) of Biola Elementary is Hispanic with a high percentage of English Language 
Learners.  Instruction in the classroom must provide continuous exposure to the adopted ELA / ELD curriculum using 
Wonders and iReady assessment to make formative decisions for instruction.  The focus of Designated ELD time needs 
to be intensive with strategies that build academic vocabulary and allow students to interact with the English language. 
Biola's use of an ELD teacher partnering with classroom teachers is helping to increase the quality and quantity of 
designated and integrated ELD.   We need to continue to increase reading and writing across the subject areas.  
Continuous detailed analysis of various assessment outcomes to monitor the growth of mastery of standards needs to 
occur in both ELA and Mathematics. 
 
Early literacy for Kindergarten to 2nd-grade reading based on Fountas and Pinnell shows that grades Tk/K and 2nd 
made some growth from March 2024 to June 2024, in the number of students meeting F&P grade-level expectations.   
Kindergarten-  11 (46%), First 13 (52%), Second 16 (73%).  We need to ensure best teaching practices, small group 
explicit reading instruction with classified instructional aides, and continuous work with the Reading Intervention teacher 
are occurring daily. 
 
As a recipient of the LCRSET Grant, Biola-Pershing will be hiring a Literacy Coach to aid teachers in providing small 
group guided reading instruction as well as providing professional development to our primary teachers.  Additionally, 
Biola-Pershing will host 2 ReadingCorp tutors to provide intensive, needs-based tutoring in 20-minute daily sessions to 
help improve our literacy outcomes. 
 
The District's use of Local Assessment iReady, which was given in the Spring of 2024 indicated that only 35.1% of 
students are mid or above grade level in Reading.  This is a decrease of 5% from the Spring of 2023.  First Grade had 
the best performance on the iReady Reading Diagnostic with 52% of students scoring proficient in their grade level.  
Grade 3 had the lowest proficiency performance with only 23.1% of students scoring proficient in their grade level.  
English Language Learners were significantly outperformed by their English-only peers.  Where 42.3% of students 
scoring proficient on iReady Reading were Non-English Language Learners, 0 % of students scoring proficient were 
English Language Learners. 
 
The District's use of the Local Assessment iReady, which was given in the Spring of 2024, indicated that only 46.1%  of 
students are mid or above grade level in Math.  This is an increase of 2.8% from the Spring of 2023.  Fourth Grade had 
the best performance on the iReady Math Diagnostic with 60.9% of students scoring proficient in their grade level.  
Grade 3 had the lowest proficiency performance with only 23.1% of students scoring proficient in their grade level.  
English Language Learners were significantly outperformed by their English-only peers.  Where 42.5% of students 
scoring proficient on iReady Reading were Non-English Language Learners, only 12.8% of students scoring proficient 
were English Language Learners.

Biola continues to improve its attendance and reduce its chronic 
absenteeism ism each year. 
 
This plan will allow us to focus on improving attendance and re-engaging students.  This will be done by providing 
student awards for positive behavior, academic success, and engagement in learning.    Connecting students with 
activities outside of the classroom will increase the participation and attendance of chronically absent students.  To 
provide opportunities for vocabulary development, activities beyond the classroom will be created.  This support will 
include a tiered approach to ensure student contact and participation in learning and ongoing reciprocal relationships 
and connectivity to promote digital equity and increased learning. 
 
 
The 2024-2025 school year will continue to rejuvenate our community involvement as we have more on-site family 
activities and the addition of a grant-funded Wellness Center.  Our parents indicated through the Panorama survey that 
only 15% of participants indicated there are barriers to parent engagement. Of the possible barriers, the business of their 
schedule was most often problematic.   Our parents like to take part in social activities to build positive involvement in 
their child's education.  When parents enjoy the social opportunities they become more active in parent workshops, 
Educational Family Nights, and school events.  All of our events are sponsored in the evening to allow our working 
parents to attend. Offering a full calendar of events, at various times of the day,  for parents provides many opportunities 
for our families to take part in educational learning from Biola-Pershing to increase support in academics and behavior.

The community of Biola-Pershing always welcomes sponsored events on our campus.  The school is the hub of the 
community.   Biola-Pershing parents have high expectations for the safety and emotional well-being of students.   
Seventy- four percent of respondents on the parent Panorama survey responded positively to the school climate at 
Biola. Seventy-nine percent of parents responded positively to school safety at Biola, an increase of 6 % from last year.   
Free response by families indicated their safety concerns came from the number of national school crises that have 
occurred, not specifically due to site activities. We endeavor to provide a positive environment and safe school through 
PBIS, and LiveSchool, promoting character development, and maintaining clean and safe facilities and grounds.   We 
continue to address our expectations for student behavior through visible signage promoting our Jag 4. 
 
Student behavior is still an area of need, as more students appear to be dysregulated and have challenges with 
emotional regulation.  The current suspension rate is 7.8% which is high compared to previous years.  The staff is 
developing a better understanding of restorative justice practices and is in the early stage of implementing alternatives to 
progressive discipline, to reduce student referrals and student suspensions.  Staff will need to continue to participate in 
professional development on classroom management, restorative justice, and trauma-informed practices. 
 
Biola will continue to use and enhance LiveSchool, to ensure students are receiving positive interactions with our staff.  
For the 2023-2024 school year, we had a 30:1 ratio of positive to negative behaviors, exceeding our goal of 8:1.  This 
work will be facilitated through our PBIS team.
