ACE Scholarships are partial tuition scholarships intended to provide added assistance to
lower-income families who may need to enroll their child in a private school. Below is a sample income

Applications open February 3 and closes April 15. Families must have filed their 2024 taxes to be
considered.

LEARNS ACT
Subiaco Academy participates in the Arkansas LEARNS Act to receive funds from the Education

Freedom Account (EFA) program. The Arkansas Department of Education program provides a
pathway in which public funds will be directed for eligible students to private/independent school
tuition.

Applications are processed “first come, first served.”  Awvailable to Arkansas-based families only.

Up to 70% tuition assistance open to ALL Arkansas-based families for the 2025-26 school year. To
receive funds, families MUST apply. The application opens at the beginning of March, 2025.
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ALUMNI SCHOLARSHIPS

Each year, through the generosity of our alumni and patrons, the Academy awards scholarships to
students who meet the criteria prescribed by the donors. As your name is read, please come up on the
stage.

Applications are processed “first come, first served.” Available to all families.

Father Christopher Paladino Scholarship - $1,000
To qualify for this Scholarship a student must meet [but not limited to] the following criteria:
A. The recipient must possess and exhibit high Christian principles as determined by the
Academy Administration.
B. The recipient should be recommended by his Christian Doctrine teachers.
C. The recipient must have exhibited above average grades in Christian Doctrine,

conduct, and application.

Father Clement Scholarship - $1000.00
The Father Clement Scholarship is awarded to assist a rising senior who is proficient in Math
and Science, with the hope that this will encourage Math and Science excellence in the

Academy.

Coach Maus Scholarship - $1000.00
The Coach Maus Scholarship is awarded to help an upperclassman who has shown some of the
qualities and loyalty to the school exhibited by Coach Maus during his 49 years of active

association with the Academy as a student, athlete, teacher, coach, and administrator.

Jason Cleveland Scholarship - $500.00

This scholarship is given to a current junior day student who has achieved above average grades
and who has exhibited good conduct and character. It was established by the Cleveland Family
in memory of Jason Cleveland, Valedictorian of the Subiaco Academy Class of 1987, who was

killed in a car accident in July after his graduation.
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The Jimmie and Mary Leigh Taylor Day Scholarship Fund—two $3,000

The Taylors established this scholarship in honor of their grandson Charlie Castagno, a 2022
graduate of Subiaco Academy. The Taylors firmly believe that Charlie received a quality
education and benefited from his time at Subiaco Academy. They desire to set up this fund to
help other young men have the opportunity that Charlie had. Because of Charlie’s love of and

involvement in Trojan baseball, preference will be given to returning students who play

baseball.

The Fred & Carolyn Johnson Scholarship - $5,000

A one-time scholarship in the amount of $5,000.00, given by Fred and Carolyn Johnson, of
Rogers, Arkansas, is being awarded to a graduating senior who has made a positive impact on
his school and the students attending Subiaco Academy. The scholarship may be used to
attend two or four-year colleges and universities or trade and vocational schools in the US, and
will be applied to the recipient’s cost of attendance at his chosen institution. Mr. and Mrs.
Johnson believe that success in life is usually determined by those who have had a part in
“touching others’ lives.” Their hope in giving this scholarship is to provide a little support in

beginning life’s wonderful journey.
