Students have access to rigorous
programming including Career and Technical Education programs, college courses, credit recovery, and
online learning options. Motivated students often graduate sooner than the traditional four years.

Next — A GED Plus Program (@) €

NEXT — A GED Plus Program is a program offered to Englewood students between the ages of 17 and

21 who need a different option to complete high school. NEXT offers a shorter school day and school
week, and helps students to earn a High School Equivalency Diploma such as a GED. In addition, eligible
students can take college classes or access Career and Technical Education programs at Arapahoe
Community College with tuition paid by Englewood Schools. Students can also get assistance with finding
internships and jobs.

GED to Diploma Program @

Students who have passed a district-approved high school equivalency exam (GED® or HiSET®) have the
option of returning to their high school to earn their traditional diploma. Students who have passed the
GED® or HiSET® exams in English, math, social studies and/or science shall be granted a waiver for the
corresponding core content graduation requirements. Students who receive this waiver must complete
all remaining credit, course, community service, and proficiency requirements as indicated in the high
school graduation requirements to earn their high school diploma.
