Background

Federal regulations at 7 CFR 210.31 require local education agencies (LEAs) participating in the National
School Lunch Program to complete an assessment of their local school wellness policy at least once every
three years and make the results available to the public. This triennial assessment must measure the
implementation of the local school wellness policy and include:

+ The extent to which schools under the jurisdiction of the LEA are in compliance with the local school
wellness policy;

+ The extent to which the LEA’s local school wellness policy compares to model local school wellness
policies; and

« Adescription of the progress made in attaining the goals of the local school wellness policy.

In addition to the assessment, action planning documents that contain timelines, goals, and key tasks are
encouraged to assist LEAs in assessing changes over time.

When completed in full, this form may serve as both a triennial assessment tool and a public report to meet
the requirements in federal regulations and prepare for the Administrative Review by the Pennsylvania
Department of Education (PDE), Bureau of Food and Nutrition. This document is intended to be completed
using LEA-level information; however, the LEA may determine that a report from each school site, or
alternatively, each school level (i.e., elementary, middle, high school) works better in assessing compliance
and progress over time. For larger school districts, reporting on a district level may be challenging due to
variation in sites’ programs and progress in attaining wellness goals. If completing this report for the entire
LEA, answer questions using the best available information and consider noting individual building variations
or concerns in the “notes” sections.

Report on the progress made in attaining the goals of the wellness policy (REQUIRED):

1.Pubic involvement, notification: All items are fully in place

2. Many of the previous sectiopns are still a work in progress, but many parts are partially and or fully in place.

3. the wellness committee has worked on concepts over the past three years in trying to obtain goals of the wellness policy
and action plans

4. The following is a progress report on sections of the wellness policy that were developed and are currently ongoing.

* A student food committee was developed to collaborate with the RVSD Food Service Department in bridging the gap
between student favorite foods and healthy alternatives. In addition, discussions were held on why certain foods must be
offered to satisfy the meal requirements and regulations. the food committee will continue moving forward.

* The wellness committee as well as school students were involved in reconstructing the school wellness trail and signs at
the RVHS. The new signs displayed information on why walking the trail is healthy and utilizes different muscle groups in
the walk. Each sign displayed a wellness tip throughout the trail.

* Taste tests are still being conducted at the consumer science class next to the cafeteria at the RVHS. The taste tests offer
a chance for students to let the food service director know if a new food item will be graciously accepted when on the menu.
* Nutritional messages are still being displayed on the hallway TV monitors for students to see and learn.

* A breakfast expansion grant was awarded to the RVHS food service to develop a 2nd chance breakfast model for
students that missed breakfast the first time. This was a success.

* For the breakfast expansion grant, new breakfast items were looked at and or developed to reduce the over-all sugar
consumption in student breakfasts

* A pregame student healthy snack (Fruit Tray) was developed and instituted for athletic teams at least once during the their
season.

As a result of the wellness committee collaboration, wellness Wednesdays were developed to bring a Farm to School
Entree (Beef) from a local farm very close to the district which could be served in the H.S. Cafe. A beef stew was on the
menu, as well as steak & cheese hoagies during the last Wednesday of the month toward the end of the 2024-25 school
year. A fruit bar using fresh cut fruit from a local produce provider was also on the menu.

Efforts to recruit some school band members to play songs during lunch were not able to happen.

This idea was not onlv a Farm to School event but an effort to reduce stress and provide a distraction from the everv dav
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
