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Early Childhood Center Policy Reminders
Door Cards and Door Fobs

Each family is allowed a maximum of either two (2) door cards, two (2) door fobs, or one () door card and one () door fob.
Additional items are distributed to families under special circumstances at the discretion of the Site Director.

®  Door cards and fobs only work Monday - Friday between 6:30 am and 5:30 pm.

® |f you lose your door card or door fob, please let the office know IMMEDIATELY so the item can be deactivated.

® A $25.00 fee is charged to replace a lost door card or a lost door fob.
This fee can be paid with cash or check (payable to NCECC: St. Michael) to the Early Childhood Center Office; or it can be
added to a family’s account to pay with a credit card via eFunds.

® A $25.00 fee is charged in the event a family wants to exchange a door card for a door fob or a door fob for a door card, but
the item returned to the Early Childhood Center Office does not work.
This fee can be paid with cash or check (payable to NCECC: St. Michael) to the Early Childhood Center Office; or it can be

added to a family’s account to pay with a credit card via eFunds.

Late Pick Up Fees

Staff schedules are built based on the schedule information families provide on their Licensed Child Care Registration Form and Tuition

Agreement (image below) to ensure we maintain the proper teacher-to-child ratio in the building as a whole and each classroom.
This same schedule information is also used to determine how much to charge a family for their weekly Licensed Child Care tuition.

We understand family budgets are sometimes tight, but it is better to plan a LONGER time in Licensed Child Care rather than a
SHORTER time in Licensed Child Care. Once staff schedules are determined, we are not always able to accommodate student

schedule changes.

Because families continued to abuse our Late Pickup policies in the 2024 - 2025 child care year, the “Late Pickup” policies will be
strictly enforced once the new Licensed Child Care year begins on Monday, August 25. Enforcement of these polices means a fee will

be added to your account anytime:

®  Your child is signed out more than ten (10) minutes after the “Pick Up Time” indicated on your Registration Form and Tuition
Agreement.

This happened 222 times between Monday, January 6, 2025 and Friday, June 27, 2025.

®  You pick up your child after 5:30 pm.
This happened 23 times between Monday, January 6, 2025 and Friday, June 27, 2025.
NOTE - If you are picking up close to 5:30 pm and your door card or door fob does not work when you tried to enter the

building, anticipate this charge being added to your account.

The specific “Late Pickup Fee’ amount can be found on the Licensed Child Care Registration Form and Tuition Agreement.

Consistent failure to pick up a child by either their scheduled pick up time or by the close of business can result in disenrollment from
the Licensed Child Care program.

These “Late Pickup” policies are outlined further on page 30 of the Early Childhood Center Parent Handbook. A paper copy of the
Early Childhood Center Parent Handbook is always available in a 3-ring binder on top of the Family Mailboxes outside the Early

changes to your schedule. Schedule changes include: / \

e  Changing what time you drop off. / |

e  Changing what time you pick up.
e Adding days your child(ren) will be here during the week (ex. typically come Monday / Wednesday, but want to change to
Tuesday / Thursday).

Any change made to student schedules affects staff schedules and our teacher-to-student ratios both in the classroom and throughout
the building.

Activity Appropriate Clothing - Please remember to dress your child according to the activities they may be doing that day. Itis
very important to have appropriate clothing on your child to insure they enjoy all aspects of their day. We also ask that if your child

wears sandals to school, please make sure to have straps around. the ankles for safety.

Tuition Payments - Please remember that Licensed Child Care tuition is due the Friday before care is received. Thank you for
your cooperation.

Catholic Schools policy.

e  Complete the online Safe Environment Training provided by the Diocese of La Crosse ( Link to online portion ).
Make sure to take your time; it will not be considered “complete” if it feels you went through to fast.
e For “School” select "Newman Catholic Schools".
e  For “Position” select “Other” and then answer "Classroom Volunteer", “Field Trip Chaperone", or “Classroom

Volunteer and Field Trip Chaperone”. Be specific.

e  Complete the "Diocese of La Crosse Authorization and Acknowledgement of Criminal Background Check &
Authorization for Release of FBI Information" form ( Link to website PDF ). All fields MUST be completed for the

background check to be run.
e Under "CATHOLIC SCHOOLS", select "Other" and answer "Classroom Volunteer" or Field Trip Chaperone".
e At the bottom of the form:
