ARRIVAL/DISMISSAL TIMES: 

8:35 a.m. Car riders start entering the building 

8:50 a.m. School Day Start Time 

*All students arriving at school after the designated start time have to be signed in at the front 

office by an adult.  Parents are not allowed to walk their students to the classrooms. 

3:30 p.m. School Day Stop Time

ATTENDANCE: 

Student Absences:  

If your child is ill or will be absent or late to school for any reason, please call the attendance line 

for your building.  (740-964-5207) 

1.​ State your child’s name and teacher 

2.​ State your relation to the child  

3.​ Give a specific reason for the absence    

**If you need to contact the front office, please call your student’s specific building between 8:00 

am and 4:00 pm. 

Medical Excuses: If your child is absent due to a medical or dental appointment, please have 

your child bring the medical excuse to school the following day and turn it into their teacher. 

Planned Absences:  Please plan vacations/trips during the allotted breaks the district 

provides throughout the school year. A Vacation Form (digital “FORM” available on the 

district website) must be completed and turned in to the teacher a minimum of one week prior 

to any planned absence not related to illness or doctor appointment for it to be approved and 

entered as an excused absence.   

 

CLINIC NOTES: 

All medication (over the counter and prescription) must be brought to the clinic directly by the 

parent or guardian with the required documentation/form.  This form is available on our district 

website under “Parents”, then “Forms” and “Administration of Medication”,  OR you can get this 

form from our clinic.  Students are NOT permitted to transport any medications, including 

cough drops, to or from school.
