GIVING UP THE KEYS
Making the decision to stop driving
is usually a very difficult one for
older people. What's even worse is
when our children forcibly take
away our car keys after they've seen
signs of our diminished ability to
drive in a safe manner. It's natural
to be angry, even outraged, because
we believe not being able to drive is
a major blow to our independence,
something we’re not so willing to
give up. However, if we live long

enough, coming to this point is
inevitable.

A few months ago, I made the
decision to give up my car. I'd been
thinking about it for a good while,
hoping eye surgery would improve
my vision enough for me to feel
more confident behind the wheel.
It did, for a while. But gradually I
became less comfortable and aware
of small things that began to
change my driving experience. One
day after a trip to Costco, I just
decided to give up those keys. It
wasn’t hard to do and, surprisingly,
I felt liberated. I was reminded of a
question often used in decision
making: “Is the benefit worth the
risk?” The answer for me was a
resounding “no.” Some things are
just more important in certain
stages of life, and priorities change
as we age. A year ago, I couldn’t
imagine life without my car, and
now I'm glad to be rid of the
responsibilities related to owning a
vehicle...inspections, repairs, fuel,
maintenance, insurance, taxes,
licensing, etc.

I'm fortunate to live in an active
retirement community that offers
so many amenities. Twice a month,
Library Resources visits with
books, and a medical clinic,
pharmacy, bank, hair salons, and
fitness centers are on the campus.

Additionally, the community offers
a free shopping shuttle service that
runs to different areas four
mornings a week. I must admit that
taking the shuttle takes more time
than driving myself, but by
planning ahead and allotting
sufficient time, I'm able to purchase
things I need outside of the big
grocery runs with my daughter.

I'm also fortunate to have so many
caring friends here, younger than I,
who generously offer rides to
medical appointments and Mass on
a regular basis. These acts of
kindness have allowed deeper
friendships to grow, enriching my
life. I'm so very blessed!

These past few months, life has
become more serene. I've found I
must plan my time better to allow
for my needs to be met in other
ways, but somehow the quality of
life has improved. “Less is more”
comes to mind, and so it is with
me. It feels like another kind of
decluttering.

This process can be vastly different
for someone who doesn’t live in the
supportive environment I do. If
you've decided to age in place,
know that many services are
available through the Fairfax Area
Agency on Aging, and the
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Shepherd’s Center of Northern
Virginia provides free rides to
medical appointments, grocery
shopping, and other offerings to
area seniors. For those of you who
are thinking it might be time to
stop driving, don’t hesitate...it’s
not the end of the world! Life goes
on, and by thinking it through,
there’s always a “Plan B.” Most

importantly, if you make the
decision yourself, you're able to
maintain your autonomy and, for
most of us, that’s critical and even
empowering. It’s much better than
having the car keys taken away,
leaving us feeling indignant, angry,
perhaps disrespected, and
somehow lessened by the
experience. Living with the choices
we make for ourselves is easier
than with those imposed on us by
others.

For me, the happiest part of this
story is that I gave the car to my
grandson. That vehicle was the first
one I ever purchased on my own
and was the best one I ever had...I
loved it! Now it’s his turn to do the
same. He told me that every time
he turns the key in the ignition, he
thinks of how grateful he is to still
have me in his life. Tt can’t get any
better than that!
