There is a feeling that teenagers are maturing
and are taking greater responsibility for their
own lives and for their community at an earlier
age. North High is reflecting this change in its
students by increasing the diversity of the
types of courses and facilities which are
available. More students have been encouraged
to use the Tech Center, and the Special
Education students have been given their own
wing. However, along with these changes at
North, there can also be found the typical
activities which students take part in. Hope-
fully, these changes will add to the good thing
which many students feel they already have at
North and make the time they spend here
even better.
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A School Within A School

Perhaps the biggest change at North High
is the totally remodeled vocational shoP
wing. Although the Training Center s
operated by the Willoughby-Easllakc‘Clly
School District, the programs are available
to several area school districts, including,
Mentor, Wickliffe, Euclid, Painesville, and
Mayfield.

The Industrial Training Center has five
vocational units which include Clerical
Services, Welding, Automotive Services,
Factory Production and Building Main-
tenance. A teacher and an aide provide
instruction and assistance in each curricu-
lar program. During the 1978-79 school
year, there are approximately 180 students
enrolled in the program.

The Training Center Program is com-
plimented by the regular Individual Assist-
ance Programs of those districts involved in
the project. Testing and psychological
services are utilized in determining student
placement in the program. Parents are en-
couraged to become involved, and an on
going effort is made to keep parents informed
of student progress.

The program is directed toward develop-
ing specific skill training along with positive
work habits. Job placement is the ultimate
goal of the program.

Most students entering the Vocational
Individual Assistance Program have had no
previous vocational training. For this reason,
the work stations are almost always a new
experience for the student. With improved
techniques and methods, student growth has
accelerated significantly, causing teacher
expectations to also rise to meet the per-
formance needs.

The remodeling of the vocational shop wing
at North was completed during the summer
of 1978. This facility provides larger self-
contained shop areas, better office space,
improved staffing and conference areas, and
more importantly, a better learning environ-
ment for our students,
