1. By June 2022, Pinewood students in grades 3-5 will meet 34% College Career Readiness & 45% Grade Level Proficient in Reading as measured by
performance on End-of-Grade Exams (2020-2021 baseline is 12.6% CCR and 19.5 % GLP) and exceed growth. (A2.04, A4.01)

2. By June 2022, Pinewood students in grades 3-5 will meet 38% College Career Readiness & 53% Grade Level Proficient in Math as measured by
performance on End-of-Grade Exams (2020-2021 baseline is 7.9%CCR 19.4% GLP) and exceed growth. (A2.04, A4.01)

3. Provide a duty free lunch period for every teachers on a daily basis. (B2.01)

4. Provide duty free instructional planning time for every teacher under G.5.115C-105.27 and-301.1, with the goal of providing an average of at least five
hours of planning time per week, to the maximum extent that the safety and proper supervision of students may allow during regular student contact hours.
