Out-of-School Suspension (OSS) disproportionality for Black students in all grades will decrease from 18.3% in 2021-2022 to 13.3% in 2022-2023 and 8.3% in
2023-2024.

Percent of students reporting a positive self-perception of their engagement in school on the Fall Panorama Screener will increase from 20% in 2021-2022 to
30% in 2022-2023 to 40% in 2023-2024.
