PBIS Skyrockets with Eighteen Schools Receiving State Recognition 

 

(Fullerton, CA) –Fullerton School District (FSD) is known for unprecedented growth and achievement in 
meeting the needs of students. We are excited to announce that a RECORD number of 18 FSD schools 
earned State-level recognition from the California PBIS Coalition. Eight schools were recognized during 
the 2017-18 school year, and two schools during the 2016-17 school year, so the level of increase is 
tremendous.  

PBIS stands for “Positive Behavioral Intervention and Supports,” and it is built on the premise that 
students do not come to school knowing behavior expectations. Rather, these expectations need to be 
taught directly and explicitly, in the same way we teach reading and math to students. Therefore, PBIS is 
not a curriculum, but a research-based framework of proactive strategies for defining, teaching, and 
supporting appropriate behaviors. PBIS uses a tiered continuum of evidence-based supports and is 
inclusive of all school settings.

The 2018-19 school year, PBIS focused on five primary areas – Restorative Practices, Universal Behavior 
Screening, Tiered Fidelity to PBIS, Data Driven PBIS, and Coaching – which will be combined with a 
stronger emphasis on Social Emotional Learning and Mindfulness to drive FSD’s PBIS work during the 
2019-20 school year.
