The Writer’s Guild program is designed to create a culture of
writers and provides an opportunity for students to work with literary mentors to enhance their writing
skills. Robot Nation helps foster students’ curiosity and passion in robotics and the grant funding will be
used to assist in covering the cost of materials to facilitiate a mentor program within robotics.
