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Studies Show...
Dual Language programs have been in existence
for over 40 years. Overall, both English language
learners and native English speakers in Dual
Language programs make significant progress
in both languages, both groups score at or well
above grade level in both languages by middle
school, and both groups perform at comparable
or superior levels compared to same-language
peers in other educational settings. (Cazabon,
Nicoladis & Lambert, 1998; Collier & Thomas,
2004; Howard, Sugarman & Christian, 2003; Kirk-
Senesac, 2002; Lindholm-Leary, 2001, 2005).

School Day Structure for Spanish 
 at Raymond & Pacific Drive:

90:10 Dual Language Academy (DLA)

In a 90:10 DLA model, the first number refers to
the percentage of instructional minutes in
Spanish starting in kindergarten. The second
number refers to the percentage of English
instruction. In a 90:10 model, the amount of 
 Spanish decreases yearly, as English increases
until there is a 50:50 balance of the two languages
beginning in 4th grade and continuing through
8th grade. 

Junior High
Spanish Dual Language Academy
Our junior high schools will adopt the 50:50 DLA
model, where the daily percentage of English
and Spanish instruction are equal. By the end of
8th grade, students will be eligible for the Middle
School Biliteracy Attainment Recognition Award.
