All students learn differently; some students have such a unique way of learning that they
need additional support. The SAIL Program (Support and Accommodation for Identified
Learners), which addresses the needs of identified students, helps these students to stay
on track so that their efforts will more clearly reflect their abilities.

The SAIL Program exemplifies McNicholas' commitment to caring for the whole person.
We help students develop an understanding of their strengths and their learning styles, as
well as their individual rights and responsibilities.

Students in the SAIL Program are mainstreamed into college preparatory, honors, and
Advanced Placement classes, and receive accommodations and services including one-
on-one tutoring, coursework support, reading assistance, extended testing time, test
readers, scribes, and weekly progress reports.

Students work with an intervention specialist who delivers personalized support,
provides academic and college advising, monitors and consults with the faculty regarding
the student’s progress, helps students to assume responsibility for their own learning, and
promotes self-advocacy on the part of the student.
