Days of Operation

The Senior Dining Programs operate
Monday through Friday each week from

11 - 12:30 pm with the exception of the
following holidays: New Year’s Day, Spring
Holiday (Friday before Easter), Memorial
Day, 4th of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving,
Day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Eve,
Christmas Day, and New Year's Eve.

The Senior Dining Programs meals are
cancelled when weather conditions make
traveling hazardous. Local radio and
television stations announce dining center
closings.

The Senior Dining Programs menu is listed
weekly in local newspapers. They are also
announced daily on the following radio
stations: 1430 AM WBEV, 95.3 FM WXRO,
1540 AM WTKM, and 104.9 FM WTKM.
You may also phone the office to ask about
the menu.
